Report from Councilman Alworth

Kudo’s to NDOT for getting the traffic lines repainted on Aultman and Great Basin Blvd before the 4" of
July holiday. Now if they could repaint or better paint the “bumper car” intersection at Great Basin and
Aultman to hopefully direct traffic safer.

Senator’s Catherine Cortez Masto and Jacky Rosen recently announced the Dept. of Interior has provided
the State of Nevada $31,196,044 under the Payments in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) program for rural counties in
Nevada for fiscal year 2023. White Pine County’s share is $1,456,109, an increase of $97,451 over fiscal
year 2022.

The PILT payments began in 1977 because local governments cannot tax federal lands, annual PILT
payments are intended to help local governments carry out vital services, such as firefighting, police
protection, construction of public schools and roads, and search and rescue operations.

My reason for bringing this announcement to this meeting and for the public’s information, is because it
is my belief, that White Pine County should report how these funds, over the years, have been allocated
within White Pine County and yes, the City of Ely is part of the County. Former County Commissioner
Steve Stork, up and to the time of his unfortunate passing, was expressing great interest in the “fair
sharing of this funding” with the City and outlying Towns and Boards. The School District should also be
interested in how these funds are being spent.

The current City staff was made aware of PILT payments last year by me and the staff should be more
aggressive in having the County share funding from the PILT payment to offset the use of General Fund
revenues to pay for Police Protection and providing Fire/EMS services currently under contract for runs
outside of the City for White Pine County residents. Recent renegotiations between the County and City,
for Law Enforcement protection, will cost the City an additional $59,044 from the General Fund for the
upcoming fiscal year with a built-in increase for the next several years. This could have been paid for
with PILT monies during the negotiations. The City Fire Dept., through contract negotiations with the
County receive $185,000 from the County yearly to provide Fire/EMS for runs in the County. The budget
for the City Fire Dept. for the next fiscal year exceeds $1.4 million dollars. PILT funding can and should
be applied to offset some of these costs.

White Pine County should investigate providing some additional funding using PILT funds for their
County Fire Depts to boost and maintain the wonderful and dedicated Fire Departments they once had
in past years.

CORTEZ MASTO, ROSEN ANNOUNCE OVER
S31 MILLION FOR RURAL NEVADA
COUNTIES

Washington, D.C. - US. Senators Catherine Cortez Masto (D-Nev) and Jacky
Rosen (D-Nev.) announced that the Department of the Interior (DOI) has
provided $31,196.044 under the Payments in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) program for
rural counties in Nevada for fiscal Year 2023.

‘Tve always championed this program to support rural Nevada counties pay
their firefighters and police officers, repair aging infrastructure, and fund
education and conservation projects,” said Senator Cortez Masto. “I'm glad to
see even more funding headed to Nevada this year, and [ll continue to protect
this program and will always advocate for our rural counties to receive the
resources they need!

"With the majority of Nevada's land under federal management, it's critical that
communities in our state receive PILT payments to provide essential services
including paying law enforcement and first responders,” said Senator Rosen.
‘I'm glad to see that dozens of local governments in Nevada will receive over
$31 million through PILT this year. and | will fight to ensure rural communities in
Nevada continue to receive their fair share of funding.

PILT payments are federal payments to local governments that help offset
losses in property taxes due to non-taxable federal lands within those
governments boundaries. PILT payments support local governments in

carrying out such vital services as firefighting and police protection,
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construction of public schools and roads, and search-and-rescue operations
The payments are made annually for tax-exempt federal lands administered by
the Bureau of Land Management. the National Park Service, the U.S Fish and

Wildlife Service (all agencies of the Department of the Interior), the U.S. Forest

Service (part of the U.S. Department of Agriculture). and for federal water
projects and some military installations. A full breakdown of FY2023 PILT
payments by county is available here.

Senators Cortez Masto and Rosen have been champions of the PILT program,
and they have repeatedly called for a long-term solution to secure the PILT
program for the future. Both Senators are also cosponsors of the Small County
PILT Parity Act. legislation that would modify the PILT formula so that counties
with populations under 5.000 would receive increased PILT payments

Nevada Municipalities - Nonrestricted Gaming License (16+ machines) and Hotel Requirement

History and Summary
NRS 463.1605(1): Limitation on approval of nonrestricted license in y whose population is 100,000 or more

1. "...the Commission shall not approve a nonrestricted license...in a county whose population is 100,000 or more unless the establishment is a resort hotel."
- NRS 463.1605 allows a county, city, or town with the option to require resort hotels to meet standards in addition to these as a condition of licensure by the municipality.

- The Nevada Gaming Control Board did not create & does not implement this regulation. It’s state law.
- Passed in 1991, NRS 463.01865 imposes the hotel-room requirement. It codified “resort hotel” as having 200 hotel rooms or more if the city/town is located in a county
whose population exceeds 700,000 people (300 rooms if in a county of more than 100,000 persons and fewer than 700,000).
